    On the blue phone are two buttons, one is a large red button that 
is directly connected with the Knoxville E-911 dispatcher (to report 
emergencies), and the other is a small black button that can be used to 
request an escort van.
    To connect with either service, press the button and talk when someone 
comes on. The E-911 service automatically knows the blue phone’s location.
